      THE MUSIC
The Berlioz Requiem is an exciting work which Berlioz intended should be performed on a massive scale. Written in 1837 for the soldiers killed in the Algerian campaign, he calls for over 200 voices (with a preference for 700 or 800!), an enormous orchestra, sixteen timpani and four brass bands!!! The Tuba Mirum will make your hair stand on end, but there are subtle passages as well, as in the unaccompanied Quaerens Me.
But that is not all. We are hoping to commission a new Fanfare, using the resources of the orchestra, and we are approaching a number of well-known composers. More on this later.
