So read on for important information about the arrangements for the rehearsal at Harlow and at the RAH on 4th November.

COMING BY CAR?

The entrance to the Sportcentre is in Hammarskjold Road; do not drive into Sainsbury’s car park by mistake, as their entrance is next to the road you want. Go to the main car park at the back of the Sports Centre, the small car park which you come to first is reserved for players with large instruments such as timps and double basses. See the attached map.
Please try to arrive by 1.30pm as it will take time to organise seating for over 650 singers.
If you arrive early and find the bands are still rehearsing, please do not enter the hall until they have finished.
NOTE. Summer Time ends today, so we get an extra hour in bed. You should be well rested and will have no excuse for being late!
Bring with you any water or other refreshments you may need to get you through a long rehearsal.
HEARING PROBLEMS?
Imagine 16 timps, 4 brass bands and a full orchestra. At times they play together and the sound is quite impressive, even in a large hall like the RAH. In the Harlow Sports Hall there will be occasions when there is a lot of noise. You may wish to consider whether to use some form of ear protection during these passages.

REHEARSAL  -  2.00pm to 5.00pm

CONCERT STARTS  - 7.30pm

ARRIVING
Arrive from 1.00pm to give you time to find your dressing room and be ready to start being seated at 1.30pm. Please do not enter the hall if the bands are still rehearsing.
Coaches are requested to drop off and pick up in Prince Consort Road ONLY. You should enter the Hall through Door 1 or 11 as allocated to your choir.

At Harlow your choir rep will be given your choir’s tickets (and hence your seating positions for both rehearsal and performance), together with your entry passes to the RAH and information about which dressing room/s are allocated to your choir. Make sure you collect these from your choir rep before you arrive at the RAH!

REFRESHMENTS

You will have about 2 hours between the rehearsal and when you need to be ready to enter the hall for the concert. There are places to eat in South Kensington and there are also two restaurant/cafes in the RAH  open from 5.30pm, also some bars serving sandwiches. But with about 800 performers the RAH facilities will be stretched. Bring-your-own is a good option.

CONCERT DRESS AND FOLDERS

Wear what you normally wear at your own choir concerts.

Folders should be black or navy blue. Otherwise, please cover your folder with black paper. If you will be really uncomfortable holding a folder for the length of time between sits you may use your score, covered with black paper.

PROGRAMMES

We hope to have programmes available at Harlow for performers to purchase at the reduced performers’ rate of £2.50 (they will cost £3 on the night). We would be grateful if you would help us by bringing the correct change with you.
