Each direction begins at the bar given and continues until the next direction. A part name (“Sop”, “Tenor 1”, etc) indicates the part/notes to sing.
1 = firsts;  2 = seconds; 1&2 = full/tutti/all

 “tacet” means “don’t sing”!  
“sing into next bar” means don’t take a breath before the next bar.
Some markings are in brackets which indicate only confirmation of what should be happening rather than a change from what is written.
Some moments of rest for the Tenors have been introduced!  If Tenors really want to carry on in those places then that’s fine, so long as it’s not at the expense of being on form for number 8 (Hostias) and 10 (Agnus Dei)!
Sometimes a specific part is given (eg “Sop 2”) even though the division of the part may not happen for a while.

I anticipate that everybody will sing in all choruses rather than following Berlioz’ direction that a chorus of this size should only sing in the Dies Irae, Tuba mirum and Lacrymosa .
